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STATEMENT: My two greatest concerns are the future of digitization of special collections materials and the use of special collections materials in education. Because I work in a College setting, I am specifically concerned with incorporating special collections materials into the undergraduate curriculum, but this concern extends to educating the general public as well as those involved in academia. New technologies have created new demands and new uses for the cultural artifacts in our care, but it is imperative that we have a strong voice in the projects that rely on our materials. Concerns with these new technologies are closely tied to my concerns about what might best be described as outreach and education. While digital images on the web will never substitute for actual cultural materials, there are many opportunities to draw attention to materials that might have been less visible in the past.
