Links for Further Information: Accomplishments: During my tenure as editor of the RBMS Controlled Vocabularies, I've successfully seen to completion the approval or revision of 33 terms, the implementation of our active reconciliation of the seven thesauri, and with the help of talented colleagues, the creation of the online submission form and database for these vocabularies. As a decade-long member of RBMS, I was among one of the first "regulars" to organize an off-the-record event for first-time conference attendees; an event that is now a popular part of the annual Preconference. I also created the first printed glossary of RBMS terms for those unfamiliar with the organization's many acronyms. The glossary was made available to our membership at the 2008 Preconference.
